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“TRIPURI SOCIETY AT A GLANCE”
Amit Kr Debbarman

The land Tripura is the home land of the Tripuri people. The Tripuri clan is said to have been the
inhabitant of Borak Valley of Assam. Historians are of opinion that a section of the Boro people headed
by some chief might have been moved towards the southern direction crossing the border of Assam and
reached “Rangamati’’(Now Udaipur). They selected the land for establishing kingdom thinking to be a
safer one having no border with foreign territory. It was Udai Manikya (1567 to 1572 AD) who renamed
as Udaypur after his name.

Dr Sunity Kumar Chatterjee opined that the Tripuris under the Indo- Mongolodis or Kiratas.
Linguistically the Tripuris are Bodos. The Bodos , who scattered whole of the Brahmaputra Valley and
North Eastern India as well as East Bengal. According to group of ethnographers report (namely Capt.
Pemborton (Jalpaiguri District Handbook), Hooker (Himalayan Journal), Dalton (Descriptive Ethnology
of Bengal, 1872) and Sunder (Survey report, 1895), the Bodos are known with different generic groups
names as Cacharis. Dimasas, Koches, Rajbansis and Tripuris living in different places. There is a different
opinion that Tripuris was called “Tippera” by the Britishers when Tripuraswari temple was built in 1501.
According to Sanskrit Rajmala and Rajratnakar, the Tripuri kingdom was founded by Druhya a son of
Emperor Yayati was exiled by his father and went to the eastern India and set up a new dynasty after
defeating the king of the Kirats. But there is no historical base on both these story.

According to Kailash Ch Sing the Tripura dynasty emerged from the Shan dynasty of upper
Burma. The author of Rajmala said “Tripura” emerged from the two Tripuri words Tui (Water) and Pra

In the early fifteen century, the ruling class begun as Manikya dynasty and claimed themselves
to be Kshatriya caste. By origin, the texture of Tripuri society has got deep root on the primitive way of life
and the religion professed by them is based on their belief in living force of natural objects. The
geographical proximity of Tripura with.East Bengal is responsible to bring about such transformation in
the Tripuri society in respect of religious and cultural adoption. The Tripuri society is composed of two
distinct racial components Aryan and Non- Aryan, namely Hindu Bengali and Hindu Tripuri. Later the
enlightened Tripuri society (Tibeto-Burma family) has completely become a Semi-Aryan Society due to
century old association with Bengali society The modern Tripuri Society can be termed as the semi
Aryanised form of a society where in dualistic form of religious faith, animism and Himduism.

In the Neolithic age, they discovered the art of cultivation, various crafts, domestication of animals
and pastoral economy along with use of polished stone, metallic implementation for the use of jhoom
cultivation. Now, keeping pace with modernization they have shifted from jhoom cultivation to maintain
their livelihood. But most of the Tripuri dresses, songs and dances are related to jhoom cultivation .The
food habit of the Tripuri society has also little bit changed due to association with Bengali Society.

By origin the Tripuri Society had no system of idolatry. The deities males or females worshipped
by them have no image or “pratima” but symbolic image made out of green bamboo. They have their
own one God known as “Motai Katar” which means supreme god equivalent to Lord Siva. Later
chronologically worship of Gharia puza, Ker puza and puza of fourteen goddess started among the
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Tripuri society. But due to culture contact with the Bengali Hindus they turned to be idol worshipper. The
Royal family of Tripura had great devotion towards Sakti worship. They erected many temple and installed
image or icon of many Hindu God and Goddess in Tripura.

Recently, the Tripuri peoples and other cognate Kok Borok speaking communities like to introduce
themselves as “Triprasa”. The family system of Tripuri society is of simpler nature It refers to a universal,
permanent, well-disciplined characterized by socially approved sexual access and reproduction, common
residence, domestic services and economic co-operation. The marriage system is prevalent in Tripuri
Society(Hindu-Bengali) as Hindu system of marriage recognized by “Manu”. The family structure of
Tripuri is similar to that of the common Indian family structure based on joint family. Modern outlook and
mode of living are responsible to bring about change to led nuclear family.

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Personalized medicine is an emerging practice of medicine that uses an individual’s genetic
profile to guide decisions made in regard to the prevention, diagnosis, and treatment of disease. Knowledge
of a patient’s genetic profile can help doctors select the proper medication or therapy and administer it
using the proper dose or regimen. Personalized medicine is being advanced through data from the
Human Genome Project.

Personalized medicine may be considered an extension of traditional approaches to
understanding and treating disease. Equipped with tools that are more precise, physicians can select a
therapy or treatment protocol based on a patient’s molecular profile that may not only minimize harmful
side effects and ensure a more successful outcome, but can also help contain costs compared with a
“trial-and-error” approach to disease treatment. Personalized medicine has the potential to change the
way we think about, identify and manage health problems. It is already having an exciting impact on both
clinical research and patient care, and this impact will grow as our understanding and technologies
improve.

Personalizing Disease Prevention

The use of genetic information to develop personalized disease prevention strategies is now
well established in the scientific community, but not yet widely adopted in clinical practice. There are
many excellent examples of how the use of genetic information can lead to both a decreased risk of

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disease development as well as decreased complications from standard treatment and screening
strategies. A prime example relates to colorectal cancer, which remains the third leading cause of cancer
deaths despite being a highly preventable illness. In 2012 few researchers reported an improvement in
overall survival and a decreased risk for cancer-specific deaths in patients taking postoperative aspirin
if they exhibited a somatic mutation in the PIK3CA gene in their colorectal cancers compared with patients
whose cancers had the wild-type PIK3CA gene. In 2015, researchers reported varying effects of aspirin
use on risk for development of colorectal cancer depending on an individual’s genotype, with individuals
possessing different genotypes having either lower, higher or no change in their risk of colorectal cancer
development with aspirin use. Given that aspirin use can have serious side effects associated with
intestinal and intracranial bleeding, it would be ideal to limit the use of this medication for those individuals
predicted to have a side effect, based on genotype.

Personalized Medicine Is Impacting Patient Care in Many Diseases like -

Breast Cancer : One of the earliest and most common examples of personalized medicine came in
trastuzumab. About 30% of patients with breast cancer have a form that over-expresses a protein called
HER2, which is not responsive to standard therapy. Trastuzumab was approved for patients with HER2
positive tumors in 1998 and further research in 2005 showed that it reduced recurrence by 52% in
combination with chemotherapy.

Melanoma : BRAF is the human gene responsible for the production of a protein called B-Raf, which is
involved in sending signals inside cells to direct cell growth, and shown to be mutated in cancers. In
2011, a drug called vemurafenib, a B-Raf protein inhibitor, and the companion BRAF V600E Mutation
Test were approved for the treatment of late stage melanoma. Vemurafenib only works in the treatment
of patients whose cancer tests positive for the V600E BRAF mutation. Around 60% of patients with
melanoma have a BRAF mutation, and approximately 90% of those are the BRAF V600E mutation.

Cardiovascular Disease : Prior to the development of a gene expression profiling test to identify heart
transplant recipients’ probability of rejecting a transplanted organ, the primary method for managing
heart transplant rejection was the invasive technique of endomyocardial biopsy - a heart biopsy. Today,
a genetic diagnostic test is performed on a blood sample, providing a non-invasive test to help manage
the care of patients post-transplant. New research suggests that ongoing testing may be useful in longer-
term patient management by predicting risk of rejection and guiding more tailored immunosuppressive
drug regimes.

Conclusion : Personalized Medicine, or the practice of characterizing an individual patient on a number
of levels (e.g., genomic, biochemical, behavioral, etc.) that might shed light on their response to an
intervention, and then treating them accordingly, is a necessity given the fact that clinically meaningful
inter-individual variation has, and will continue to be, identified. The availability of modem biomedical
technologies such as DNA sequencing, proteomics, and wireless monitoring devices, has enabled the
identification of this variation, essentially exposing the need for the personalization of medicine at some
level. The future challenges associated with this reality will be to not only improve the efficiency in the
way in which individuals are characterized, but also in the way in personalized medicines are crafted and
vetted to show their utility. Personalized medicine is rapidly having an impact on how drugs are discovered
and developed; how patients are diagnosed and treated; and how health care delivery is channeling its
resources to maximize patient benefits.

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We have considered Medicine as a noble profession as physicians are charged with the supreme
responsibility of maintaining health and preserving life of their fellow human beings. There is an age old
trust and respect towards physicians in Indian culture. In our culture especially among the masses, the
doctor is viewed as a demigod and his advice and treatment is followed with full confidence without any
questions or misgivings. The legendary bond of faith between the patient and doctor is aptly summed up
by Charaka.

No other gift is greater than the gift of life. The patient may doubt his relatives, his sons, and
even his parents, but he has full faith in his physician. He gives himself up in the doctor’s hands and has
no misgivings about him. Therefore it is physician’s duty to look after him as his own.

To maintain this trust and faith, which is essential to augment the process of healing, it is a must
for the physicians to be ethical, honest and up-to-date in their knowledge and skills to effectively and
rationally manage the patients under their care. Despite growing commercialism in medical profession,
in a survey conducted in UK, 80% people said that they have still faith, trust in their physicians while only
5% had trust in their politicians. But we have seen the picture is different in our state. We should never
treat them in whom the disease is unidentified. In no way our people should be misguided. There are
many allegations against our Doctors for not treating their patients properly. This should not be true.In
my opinion we have exaggerated things in a way that we can blame doctors and other staff of the
hospital for no fault of them .Sometimes things may be different.But the cases are given against our
Doctors in courts, against so many things.Doctors should be aware about these problems now a days.That
is why we have  medico-legal classes in our   medical colleges for the students.This is very much
essential to save our skin from public grievances.If a Doctor talks nicely and sees the patient seriously
,such things are usually not seen.The relation between the patients and their parties should be nice with
our Doctors.The Doctor should explain the condition of the patient before or during admission to the
Hospital, to the relatives.

Ethics refers to moral principles or set of moral values which determine the code of conduct as
stipulated by the medical profession. In modern days there is tremendous advances in the technology,
the care of critically ill and tiny newborn babies. Though there is a lot of financial cost for the neonatal
intensive care to the parents. and society, there is incalculable cost in terms of pain, grief, frustration and
guilt with survival of a severely handicapped child.

MEDICINE IN ETHICAL,
SOCIAL AND LEGAL SIDES

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Nearly 1000 years ago when there was no legal system, as per “Manusmriti”, fetus was recognized
to have the right to live and inherit property. According to Indian Penal Code, way back in 1860, it was
recognized that fetus is a living being and any person causing willful death of the fetus in the womb shall
be accountable. But if the Doctor decides than the termination of pregnancy is required it can be done.
The Medical Termination of Pregnancy Act (MTP) was enacted by the parliament in 1971 further liberalizing
abortion for family welfare purposes. If pregnancy is less than 12 weeks of gestation, it can be terminated
on the advice of one registered medical practitioner. If the pregnancy is more than 12 weeks but less
than 20weeks,the opinion of two medical practitioners is mandatory before undertaking abortion. Selection
of female fetuses by abortion is highly unethical. We see people go for checking gender before delivery
to see if the fetus is male or female. These are banned now a days. Physician should always give
mother,s life more importance than the fetal life and he will take the decision whether the abortion is
required or not. Only for maternal reasons we can terminate pregnancy before 20 weeks of gestation.
There are so many children simply die as they do not find a doctor to save them in our country. The
number of Doctors for childcare is still very less in our big country.Natuarally in the time of need, it is
difficult to find a doctor who can handle such children.The population is increasing like anything and
now, may be India is  a very much populated country in the World.And we are poor too to cope with any
emergency expenditure.Government is doing some work for the poors in India.But the days are too far,
when everyone will  be economically stable.

In cases of anencephaly, hydranencephaly, holoprosencephaly, trisomy 13 or 18, triploidy, renal
agenesis, sirenomelia, short-limb dwarfing syndrome, miscellaneous conditions like Pterygium syndrome,
Meckel-Gruber syndrome, Neu-Laxova syndrome, there is no point to save those kids, as they’ll die. We
have to save the children and advice the parents not to have more children. In order to stabilize the
population dynamics there is a need to reduce infant mortality rate because enhanced survival of babies
would discourage parents to produce more children. Saving life of a newborn is more cost effective for
the society as it is associated with lifelong productivity as opposed to saving life of very much congenitally
sick babies with mental or cerebral or serious  cardiac problems, as they cannot  do any work in future
like a normal human being.These things should be thought seriously before going for another baby by
the parents.
